Bin Dowal Islamic Microfinance Bank affirms its strong commitment to implementing the highest standards of
financial compliance and Anti-Money Laundering and Counter-Terrorism Financing (AML/CFT), in accordance with
Law No. (1) of 2010 and its amendments under Law No. (17) of 2013, and in alignment with the Forty
Recommendations of the Financial Action Task Force (FATF).

As the Republic of Yemen is a member of the Middle East and North Africa Financial Action Task Force (MENAFATF),
the Bank operates within a framework consistent with the international standards and fully complies with all
directives and circulars issued by the Central Bank of Yemen - Head Office, Aden, and other relevant regulatory
authorities.

The compliance function is overseen by a certified Compliance team and MRLO is holding the CAMS (Certified
Anti-Money Laundering Specialist), and the Bank places great emphasis on continuously developing its compliance
team through specialized training programs and professional courses, both locally and internationally, to ensure
full adherence to global best practices and standards in compliance.

Furthermore, the Bank is registered under the U.S. Foreign Account Tax Compliance Act (FATCA) as a Participating
Foreign Financial Institution (Participating FFl) and holds the following Global Intermediary Identification Number

This system significantly enhances the compliance department'’s
ability to monitor and analyze financial transactions, ensure the
accuracy of customer data according to Know Your Customer (KYC)
standards, and detect any suspicious activities early. AML FinShield is
distinguished by its direct link to international blacklists such as OFAC,
EU, and UN HT, and its full support for local lists issued by the Central
Bank of Yemen. This strengthens the effectiveness of our screening
and verification procedures, ensuring compliance with both
international and local standards.

Through this comprehensive approach, Bin Dowal Bank reaffirms its
commitment to providing a safe and reliable financial environment
and demonstrates its dedication to integrity and transparency in all its
dealings, thereby fostering ongoing trust with both its clients and the
financial community.
